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Shahshahani Prize

The Bulletin of the Iranian Mathematical Society

Introduction

The Shahshahani Prize, established in 2023, is a prestigious award
intended to recognize and honor outstanding papers published in the
Bulletin of the Iranian Mathematical Society. This prize commemorates
the scientific legacy and remarkable contributions of Professor Siavash
Shahshahani, one of the most influential figures in the Iranian
mathematical community. The financial support for this award is
provided by Springer.

Article 1. Objective

The purpose of the Shahshahani Prize is to encourage and recognize
excellent, original, and significant research in all areas of mathematics
published in the Bulletin of the Iranian Mathematical Society, as well as
to honor Professor Shahshahani’s distinguished services to mathematics
in Iran.

Article 2. Frequency and Number of Awards
The prize is awarded annually.

In each round, up to two papers published in the Bulletin of the Iranian
Mathematical Society during the two years preceding the award year

will be considered. For example, the 2024 prize will be awarded to
papers published in 2022 and 2023.

Article 3. Nature of the Award



Each recipient will receive, in addition to a certificate of appreciation
and a handcrafted souvenir from the Iranian Mathematical Society, a
monetary award consisting of a USD 500 book purchase credit provided
by Springer.

Article 4. Selection Criteria

The principal criteria for selection are originality, novelty, and scientific
significance. Additional considerations may include the depth and
difficulty of the work, clarity of presentation, and potential influence of
the results. Survey papers or papers presenting alternative proofs of
already known results are not usually prioritized for this award.

Article 5. Selection Procedure
The selection of the winners 1s carried out in three stages:
Stage 1: Nomination

The Editor-in-Chief of the Bulletin invites all members of the Editorial
Board (both domestic and international) to nominate eligible papers,
providing reasons for their nominations to the relevant Section Editor.

Stage 2: Expert Evaluation

The nominated papers are sent by the Editorial Board members, the
Editor-in-Chief, or the Section Editors to expert referees for evaluation
of their scientific merit and suitability for the award. The referees’
reports are then submitted to the Shahshahani Prize Committee.

Stage 3: Final Decision

The Shahshahani Prize Committee (Board of Trustees of the Prize)
consists of at most 13 members: the Editor-in-Chief, the Managing
Editors, six Section Editors, and four Editorial board, Associate or
Advisory Editors (appointed by the Editor-in-Chief). Based on the



referees’ reports, the Committee selects up to two outstanding papers as
the winners of the prize.

Article 6. Announcement and Presentation

After final approval by the Shahshahani Prize Committee and
confirmation by the President of the Iranian Mathematical Society, the
results will be communicated to the winners and subsequently
announced publicly. The award ceremony may be held at one of the
official gatherings of the Iranian Mathematical Society.

Article 7. Amendment of the Regulations

Any change, modification, or revision of this regulation falls entirely
within the authority of the Editorial Board of the Bulletin of the Iranian
Mathematical Society.

Date of Approval and Implementation

These regulations were unanimously approved by the Editorial Board of
the Bulletin of the Iranian Mathematical Society and came into effect

upon the confirmation of the President of the Iranian Mathematical
Society in December 2023 (Dey 1402).
